Immunisations 

Children who are younger than seven (7) must meet 

the government’s immunisation requirements, or 

have an approved exemption from the requirements, 

for the family to be eligible for Child Care Benefits (the 

governments contribution to the cost of childcare).  In 

other words, children must be up to date with all their 

immunisations, or have an approved exemption, or 

Child Care Benefits will not be paid. 

You can ask the Family Assistance Office (FAO) for 

information about immunisation requirements and 

approved exemptions. If Child Care Benefits are can-

celled because your child does not meet the govern-

ment’s immunisation requirements or  do not have an          

approved exemption, you will be charged full fees for 

the days your child is in care.

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What is Community? By Ann Brown 

This is a question I asked a group of Primary School children last Friday. Their answers both   

surprised and got me thinking about how people see their communities.  The children used their 

schools Keys – respect, sharing. Some however were very thoughtful and said, “community 

means being safe “ , for others it was family, playing, shopping , people in their street they like.  

Google Community and it defines it as “a social group of any size whose members reside in a 

specific locality, share government, and often have a common cultural and historical heritage. “  

this does not quite fit with what we would consider our community to be.  Playford certainly has a shared locality and govern-

ment and shared history (especially those original settlers from the UK); but we are now very multi-cultural. 

My conclusion, the children in their innocence have cut across the adult rhetoric; their definitions of community demonstrate 

the true essence of community – a community is a concept, a sense of belonging, of safety, trust and togetherness no matter 

where you come from or what has happened before – community accepts. 

Despite all the negative press around Playford – we do Community well ! 

Cannabis— A Pathway to Mental Health Issues 

There is a consistent theme still present in the belief that Cannabis is a’ soft drug’ and not as problematic 

as other illicit drugs. Contrary to this belief are evidence based facts that indicate that Cannabis is not a 

‘soft drug’ and in may cases the use or abuse of Cannabis can/does result in mental health issues such as 

psychosis, depression, self harm and suicide. It is linked to being a gateway drug to the use of other 

drugs. Although there have been no conclusive results in this debate, anecdotal evidence indicates that 

in a large proportion of illicit drug report Cannabis being there first drug used.
